Maine Department of Education Diploma 

What is a Maine Department of Education Diploma?
A Maine Department of Education Diploma provides an alternate pathway for students who have experienced education disruption to demonstrate that they have at least met the minimum Maine High School graduation requirements.
A Maine Department of Education Diploma is equivalent to a high school diploma awarded by any Maine Public High School and recognizes that the student has demonstrated achievement of the Maine Learning Results.    

Who is eligible for a Maine Department of Education Diploma?
A student who has experienced education disruption as a result from homelessness, unplanned psychiatric hospitalization, unplanned hospitalization, for a medical emergency (not a planned medical hospitalization or recovery), foster care placement, youth development center placement or some other out of district placement that is not otherwise authorized by either an individualized education plan or other education plan or a superintendent’s agreement

When does a student apply for a Maine Department of Education Diploma?

The decision to apply for a Maine Department of Education High School Diploma can be made anytime during or after the 4th year of high school, the student is 16 years old, and meets the definition for “experiencing education disruption”. 

How does a student apply for a Maine Department of Education Diploma? 
Students can apply for a MDOE diploma through the high school in the city or town they live in, or they can access an application through the Maine Department of Education website.
Where does a student apply for a Maine Department of Education Diploma? 
Students can obtain an application for a MDOE diploma through the high school in the city or town they live in, or they can access an application through the Maine Department of Education website.
Why would a student apply for a Maine Department of Education Diploma? 
If the student has experienced education disruption and been denied a high school diploma from the high school in the city or town they live in they may be eligible for consideration of a high school diploma through the Maine Department of Education. 
Who supports the student in pursuing a Maine Department of Education Diploma? 
The student should be assigned a MDOE Diploma Sponsor through their high school, an outside agency or through the Maine Department of Education.
