Academic Waiver

What is an Academic Waiver?

"Academic programming waiver" means an agreement signed by the receiving and sending schools accepting the academic programming, credits and documentation of achievement of the standards completed by a student at the receiving school or educational program.
Who writes the Academic Waiver?

The receiving school (interim placement) writes the Academic Waiver.
Who signs the Academic Waiver?

The sending and receiving schools.

When is the Academic Waiver written? 

No later than 5 school days after the student enrolls in the receiving school or interim placement.  

Where does the Academic Waiver end up?

A copy of the Waiver goes into their educational file and placement file. 

Why does the student need an Academic Waiver?

So that student, parents/guardians, sending and receiving schools know ahead of time what academic programming, credits, and documentation will be accepted.  This agreement will allow the student to receive completion/credit for their work. 
Who needs an Academic Waiver?

Students grades K-12 who experience educational disruption who do not have a School Work Recognition Plan, IEP, 504, or transition plan.
