A School Work Recognition Plan
What is a School Work Recognition Plan?

A written plan developed when a student experiences educational disruption.  The plan defines what work is to be completed and counted towards completion/credit by the sending and interim placement.
Who helps to write the plan?

The plan is collaboratively developed and updated by the student, parent or guardian, sending and receiving schools and others (e.g., juvenile officers, case managers).  This plan can be developed using a phone conference,  email, or face-to-face meeting.  
When is the plan written? 

The plan is written no later than ten schools days of the student’s interim placement. 

Where does the plan end up?

A copy of the plan goes into their educational file and placement file. 
What are the responsibilities of the sending school?

What are the responsibilities of the receiving school?
Why does the student need a School Work Recognition Plan?

So there is acknowledgement for the work they successfully complete so that they can receive completion/credit. 
Who does not need a School Work Recognition Plan?

Students grades K-12 student who have an IEP, 504 or transition plan do not need a School Work Recognition Plan.  

Who needs a School Work Recognition?
Students grades K-12 who have experienced educational disruption and do not have an IEP, Transition, or 504 Plan.  There are some special requirements for these students who are high school juniors and seniors 16 – 20 years of age.
What are the special requirements for high school juniors and seniors 16 – 20 years of age?
The plan must include a determination 
· As to how and when the decision as to whether the student has met the requirements for a local high school diploma; or

·  If the student will be recommended for a statewide review team meeting to discuss the Department of Education Diploma. 
What if the student does not meet the local requirements for graduation even though they have successfully completed the school work?

For those students who have not met local requirements, information must be provided to the student and to the parent or guardian of the student regarding the process to access the Department of Education Diploma.
